The Board of Directors of the Sabal Point Community Services Association (SPCSA), under the authority granted by the community’s governing documents, has passed Resolution 08-01 which replaces Resolution 94-02.  While both resolutions pertain to game and play structures and basketball goals, this new resolution replaces the old one, clarifies the rules and provides additional instructions for use and storage of portable basketball goals and equipment.

The attached four-page document contains the entire Resolution and should be attached to your present file of covenants, conditions and deed restrictions.  Please familiarize yourself with Resolution 08-01 and save it for future reference.  We thank you for your cooperation.

SPCSA RESOLUTION 08-01
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Game and Play Structures and Basketball Goals
WHEREAS, the Board of Directors wishes to promulgate a rule to replace association Resolution 94-02 regarding game and play structures and basketball goals in order to clarify existing rules and ensure uniformity of application throughout single family homes; and

WHEREAS, Sabal Point original Declarations of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions provide the Board with authority to promulgate such rules;

NOW THEREFORE, by the affirmative vote of the majority of the Board of Directors, the following rules are adopted:



GAME AND PLAY STRUCTURE CRITERIA

All play structures, fixed game equipment (excluding basketball goals, which are addressed separately herein), and yard accessories shall be approved by the Architectural Review Committee (ARC) prior to construction and/or installation.

Such play structures, fixed game equipment and yard accessories shall be located at the side or rear of the residence, or to the rear of corner parcels, and within the same setback lines as required of buildings and screened rear porches.

Such play structures, fixed game equipment and yard accessories shall be of designs, materials and finishes consistent with the color of the residence and the surroundings to be unobtrusive and blend with the environment.  All such equipment will be maintained in “like new” condition or removed.

Such play structures, fixed game equipment and yard accessories shall be no greater than 12 feet in height, measured at the highest point from the ground.

Any requests for variances from these criteria must be accompanied by the written consent of all adjoining lot owners, which shall accompany the original Application for ARC Approval.  Upon review of said written consents, variances may be granted at the discretion of the ARC.



PLAY STRUCTURE LIGHTING

No artificial lighting of play structures, fixed game equipment (excluding basketball goals, which are addressed separately herein), and yard accessories is permitted without express written approval of the ARC prior to installation of such lighting.  Nothing in this rule shall prohibit the maintenance and operation of appropriate lighting of swimming pools.



BASKETBALL GOALS

No basketball goals, whether temporary, roll-away or permanent, may be erected, maintained or placed on any lot except in accordance with these rules.  All basketball goals shall be approved by the ARC prior to construction and/or installation.  Such structures shall be located at the side or rear of the residential structure, or to the rear on corner parcels, within the same setback lines as required for buildings and screened rear porches.  All such equipment will be maintained in “like new” condition or removed.  Approvable locations are as follows:
A. Each home with a side entry garage at the front of the home may have one basketball goal on the lot as set forth below:

1. Homes that have a garage door that opens toward the side lot line and away from the home may have one basketball goal placed along the side of the home that also contains the garage door, so long as such basketball goal is also behind the front house line.  (See Attachment One, example #2.)

2. Homes that have a garage door that opens toward the home and interior of the lot may have one basketball goal placed along the side of the home, so long as such basketball goal is also behind the intersection of that side house line and every house line which faces the front (street side) of the lot.  (See Attachment One, example #3.)

B. Homes located on a corner lot may have one basketball goal on the lot located behind the rear house line, or on the inside portion of the corner lot within the setback lines of the property.  (See Attachment One, examples #5, #6 and #9.)
C. Homes located on a flag-shaped lot may have one basketball goal on the lot behind any house line which faces the front (street side) of the lot.  (See Attachment One, example #7.)

D. Homes located on all other lots which are not covered by any of the more specific rules outlined above may have one basketball goal placed behind the house line which faces the front (street side) of the lot and is furthest from the street.  (See Attachment One, examples #1, #4 and #8.)
Attachment One contained herein is shown in its entirety.

Any requests for variances from these criteria for side or rear setback lines as required for buildings and screened rear porches must be accompanied by the written consent of all adjoining landowners which shall accompany the original Application for ARC Approval.  Upon review of said written consents, variances may be granted at the discretion of the ARC.  No variance will be granted without written consent of all adjoining landowners.



BASKETBALL GOAL LIGHTING

No artificial lighting of basketball goals is permitted without express written approval of the ARC prior to installation of such lighting.  No artificial lighting of basketball goals is permitted without written consent of all adjoining landowners.

ATTACHMENT TWO to RESOLUTION 08-01
Subject: Use of Portable Basketball Goals, Sports Equipment and Play Structures

Sabal Point Community Services Association (SPCSA) deed restrictions and related documents specify, in part, the following:

· All yard accessories and play structures, including basketball backboards and any fixed game equipment, must have approval of the Architectural Review Committee (ARC).  Such accessories and structures shall be located at the side or rear of the residential structure, or to the rear of corner parcels, and within the same setback lines as required of buildings and screened rear porches.

· No basketball goals, whether temporary or permanent, may be erected, maintained, or placed on any lot except in accordance with these rules.

· Any requests for variances from these criteria must be accompanied by the written consent of all adjoining lot owners which shall accompany the original Application for Architectural Approval.  Upon review of said written consents, variances may be granted at the discretion of the ARC.

Accordingly, SPCSA’s Architectural Review Committee (ARC) will consider requests for placement of basketball goals, sports equipment and play structures in locations at the side or rear of lots.  The ARC may also approve temporary placement of portable basketball goals, sports equipment or play structures in locations not meeting the above criteria, such as on driveways or paved areas in front of residences.  In these cases, the ARC may specify that subject equipment shall be properly stored when not in use.  ARC approval for any equipment not properly stored according to this agreement may be withdrawn at any time.
“Properly stored when not in use” is further clarified as follows:

· Portable basketball goals, sports equipment or other play structures should normally be removed from temporary locations when the items are no longer being employed or in service; at the latest, such equipment should be stored at sundown.

· Proper storage locations include inside enclosed garages, within fenced yards, and at the side or rear of residences in what would be an approvable permanent location.  For examples of approvable locations, see SPCSA Resolution 08-01, dated June 2, 2008.
