

Basketball Informational Meeting Update

An Informational Meeting on SPCSA’s upcoming Basketball Goal Special Election was held for residents on September 20th.  Approximately 25 homeowners attended and heard presentations from the Association’s Board of Directors and attorneys/residents who submitted petitions requesting changes.  Homeowner questions were answered regarding the election process, Proxy and Ballot forms, and ways to participate in the voting.
The petitioning group presented their proposal and justifications for it.  Primary objectives are to make more basketball goals available for neighborhood children, to promote physical exercise, and to make Sabal Point a more family-oriented community. 

SPCSA provided an overview and background on current rules, the reasons for prohibition of goals in front of residences, and concerns with proposed changes.  Key concerns include impacts to neighborhood appearances and property values, intrusion of physical activities and noise on neighboring property owners, and loss of control of the number, location and condition of goals by bypassing ARC review and approval.  
As shown below, Association Resolution 94-02 limits basketball goals to rear or side yard locations with ARC approval.  These restrictions would be abolished if petitioned changes are approved.  As an example, a basketball pole or portable goal could be placed in any of the prohibited locations indicated by “X’s”, including yards in front of residences.  

It is extremely important that all residents carefully review the Special Election mailing and either (a) attend and vote at the October 25th meeting or (b) mail in completed “Limited Proxy” and Ballot forms beforehand.  Homeowners can also vote by completing the Limited Proxy and Ballot forms and assigning them to a trusted neighbor who will attend the 10/25 meeting.  
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
