IMPORTANT COMMUNITY UPDATES

Dear Sabal Point Resident:

This mailing is being sent to all SPCSA residents to provide important information in three key areas:
· Neighborhood safety, security and crime prevention;

· Sabal Point Country Club and Golf Course update;

· Revised SPCSA Resolution 08-01 on Play Structures and Basketball Goals.

Safety, Security and Crime Prevention
There have been at least 3 recent instances of home break-ins in the Sabal Point development and at least 1 reported instance of theft of vehicle tires and rims.  The home burglaries involved forced entrances through front doors or rear sliding glass doors and occurred during daylight hours.  The vehicle theft occurred at night.  The following preventive actions are being taken or are available to residents:

· Increased On-Duty and Off-Duty Patrols – Seminole County Sheriff’s Deputies are increasing the frequency of surveillance drive-throughs in our community using both marked and unmarked cars and motorcycles.  In addition, SPCSA is arranging for “Off-Duty Patrols” by additional deputies in 4-hour segments on a variable schedule.  These officers will be paid by the association to focus on crime prevention, speeding, illegal parking and other security concerns in our villages.  Funds for this effort are already budgeted and will be used for a pilot effort during the next several months.
· Vacation House Watch Program – a FREE program is offered by the Sheriff’s Office for residents leaving their homes for extended periods due to vacations, business travel or other reasons.  Deputies patrolling our community will make perimeter checks of properties during daylight and evening hours.  Call 407-665-6650 and the operators will take the information needed to set up a House Watch for your residence.
· Neighborhood Watch Network – Sabal Point’s “Neighborhood Watch” Network provides email and telephone notifications for vandalism, security concerns and criminal activities reported in our community.  While we still enjoy one of the safest neighborhoods and lowest incident rates for crime in Central Florida, all Sabal Point residents are encouraged to participate in this effort. Sabal Point Country Club and Golf Course Update

The association has recently been informed, through our attorneys, that the Sabal Point Country Club’s owners are experiencing financial difficulties and have concluded that it is not feasible for them to reopen the golf course.  In addition, the owners are reducing maintenance on the property to minimum levels required by Seminole County codes.  This reduction means that grass will be mowed within 75 feet of neighboring structures (homes, not pool enclosures) while remaining areas return to a natural state.  Stormwater drainage on the property will be maintained in accordance with St. Johns River Water Management District regulations.

SPCSA’s Board of Directors has communicated concerns about this situation to our Seminole County District Commissioner and is evaluating options for minimizing adverse impacts to the community.  Further information will be shared with residents through our newsletter, website and informational meetings as available.  The community’s goal continues to be preservation of open space and maintenance of the safety, appearances and property values in our development.
SPCSA Resolution 08-01 on Play Structures and Basketball Goals
As a follow up to last year’s Special Election on amendment of deed restrictions for game and play structures and basketball goals, SPCSA Resolution 94-02 has been revised and is replaced by Resolution 08-01.  Since proposed amendments were NOT approved by the required majority of residents, this revised resolution makes minor corrections and clarifies the controls on portable/roll-away goals which must be stored when not in use.  Please retain this resolution for future reference by attaching it to your copy of deed restrictions for your property.  Any copies of the previous resolution 94-02 should be discarded.
