e Because most vehicles are stolen between the
hours of 1:00 am and 5:00 am...

e CAT Is a voluntary vehicle registration program
that gives law enforcement anywhere In
Florida permission to conduct an investigative
stop of your vehicle between those hours to
determine if the vehicle Is stolen.

 Two CAT decals with an identifying number
are placed on the front windshield & back

window.



How Do | Qualify?

 Must reside in Seminole County
 Possess a valid driver’s license & registration

 Must own the vehicle and display a Seminole
County address on the registration
