Subject: Sabal Point Country Club; Development Review Meeting
Representatives of the Sabal Point Country Club’s owners met with Seminole County Staff on Thursday, October 24th for approximately a half hour in a Development Review Meeting.  The purpose was to receive initial County feedback on the owners’ PUD Amendment/Redevelopment Proposal, to clarify issues and to outline next steps and timing.  Approximately a dozen Sabal Point and Village on the Green observers were present.
1. Developers – ownership of the Country Club is now being shown as GolfBrooke, LLC (GBLLC), which appears to be an RBGem affiliate with Luis Alonso as key executive.  Developer representatives included Javier Omana of CPH Consultants and John Fogel & Earnest Collins of Kitson & Partners.
2. Seminole County – several County departments were represented including Development, Planning, County Attorney, Fire Prevention and Environmental, as well as Commissioner Van Der Weide’s Office.  A representative of the School District observed.
3. Highlighted Issues – there were several issues discussed as a result of staff reviews and recommendations, i.e. questions, clarifications or concerns to be addressed in the developer’s resubmittal of final Proposal.  These included:
· Aquifer Recharge – the proposal must meet current standards and be “up to code”; the fact that the property was approved under previous rules is not adequate.

· Wekiva River Protection Area – there were several discussions indicating that the redevelopment plot near the Clubhouse (88 condos proposed) must meet the act’s drainage and density requirements; the second plot (49 units) at holes 11 & 12 is in a Wekiva Study Area, with slightly less stringent rules.  Further explanation and justification of developer plans was requested.

· Development Agreement – it was stated that the Proposal must be documented as an Addendum to the existing Development Agreement, not submitted as a whole new agreement.  The implications are that any conditions specified in the original Agreement must still be met or must be revised and approved as revisions.

· 100 Year Flood Plain – the developers maintain that the proposed sites are not in the 100 year flood plain according to the latest FEMA documentation; further review and validation of this claim were requested.

· Seminole County Arbor Plan/Permit – was discussed and will be prepared.

· Buffers/Barrier Zones – the dimensions and contents (numbers and types of trees, shrubs, etc.) must be clarified.

· Age Restriction on Units – County Staff questioned whether the proposed golf villas/town homes on holes 11 & 12 will be aligned with Village on the Green (VOG) and approved as “over age 55” units for school district planning purposes.  It was stated that no plans or agreements are in place.
Note: it was later clarified that, although there have been recent meetings between VOG Ownership’s President and the golf course owners, there has been no progress and there is no relationship between the parties.  Offers/agreements for a land purchase by VOG have been declined.
4. Next Steps and Timing – were discussed in general as follows:
· Resubmittal – staff comments and requested responses will be addressed by CPH Consultants in a resubmittal package.

· Planning & Zoning Meeting – the next likely opportunity will be the January P&Z Meeting, date to be established.

· Board of County Commissioners Meeting (BCC) – the earliest possible opportunity appears to be the February BCC Meeting, date to be established.

5. Public Meetings/Hearings
· Resident/Community Meetings – it was stated, somewhat surprisingly, that there are “NO code requirements for Town Hall or Public Meetings” other than the public’s opportunities to participate at Planning & Zoning Meetings and the BCC Meetings as discussed above.

Note: SPCSA has offered to make time available at the association’s 11/13 Annual Meeting, or to assist in scheduling additional “Resident Informational Meetings” 

· Resident Attendance – at the 11/13 Annual Meeting, Informational Meetings and the above P&Z and BCC Meetings is strongly encouraged.

· Legal Counsel – the above information will be shared with SPCSA’s Land Use Attorney and a meeting with the owners’ legal counsel is being considered.
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
