Subject: 12/05/2007 Golf Course Meeting & Situation Update

A meeting was held today with consultants, golf course operators and attorneys representing Golfbrook-LLC, Sabal Point Country Club’s owners and representatives of the residential community.  Participants included:

· CPH Consulting, who are presenting the redevelopment proposal to Seminole County

· Gray/Robinson, the owners’ attorney

· Kitson & Partners, golf course operators

· SPCSA’s Land Use Attorney from Foley & Lardner

· Members of SPCSA’s Board and Golf Course Advisory Group

· A representative from the Sabal Point Property Owners Association (Whisper Woods/Cypress Landing).
1. CPH Consultants explained that this meeting was a follow up to the earlier session on November 7th.  They identified that Kitson & Partners has arranged “Resident Informational Meetings” for Sabal residents at 6 PM on December 12th and 13th; location is the Sabal Point Clubhouse.  Points to be addressed include parking, buffers/barrier zones, densities and other aspects of golf course or redevelopment designs.
2. Sabal Point’s representatives and attorney questioned what responses were to be offered regarding other key issues & concerns raised on 11/7.  These included:
· Concern about the owners’ commitment to spending money on renovating the course and clubhouse, i.e. amounts, availability and timing. 

· Concern that the developers are not trusted, creating a need for guarantees and financial set-asides to assure that developers will not walk away from the golf course and community once plots are rezoned and sold for inflated valuations.
3. It was concluded that the important questions raised during the last meeting were not answered, and encouragement was provided that the answers become available for the presentations to residents on 12/12 and 12/13.
4. SPCSA’s land-use attorney summarized and emphasized that the Community’s questions and concerns must be addressed before the redevelopment proposal is taken to a public forum, i.e. Planning & Zoning in February, 2008.  Significant community opposition will otherwise be expressed by large numbers of residents.
