

Sabal Point Country Club Update – 02/09/2007

On Friday, February 9th, Kitson & Partners provided an update to SPCSA on the Sabal Point Country Club’s status and anticipated timetable.  It was indicated that RBGem partners had contractually engaged CPH Consultants of Orlando to finalize plans for Clubhouse renovation, golf course restoration and proposed “redevelopment” of previously identified plots, targeting a submittal to Seminole County authorities in early May, 2007.  A Fall, 2008 reopening is still felt to be feasible.
Some additional changes are anticipated to the golf course layout, and CPH is clarifying and documenting details of requests for rezoning of plots at existing holes 11 & 12 and near the current Clubhouse.  The proposed Clubhouse renovation is outlined on the Sabal Point Golf Club website: www.sabalpointgolfclub.com.  
An internal RBGem review of the CPH package is expected to occur in late February, and Kitson indicated that a series of informational meetings with Sabal Point residents might then be scheduled in March.  RBGem’s goal is to present renovation and development plans to Sabal residents to obtain their feedback prior to submitting the PUD change request to Seminole County.
The schedule for any informational meetings will be communicated through the “To The Point” newsletter, SPCSA’s and the golf club’s websites, and neighborhood email networks.
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
