Sabal Point Country Club Update – June 23, 2007

SPCSA’s Board of Directors has engaged an experienced land use attorney with Foley-Lardner, LLP to assist the Sabal Point Community in communicating and negotiating on the intended golf course rezoning proposal.  Our attorney has made some initial contacts with RBGem’s legal representatives and with Seminole County officials and staff to determine where the golf course owners are in their redevelopment plans.  RBGem’s attorney and development team reportedly held verbal discussions in May with County staff to describe their redevelopment proposal.

While no dates for proposal presentation have been set at this time, there are indications that RBGem’s consultants are working to complete documentation and hope to “go to the County in July”.  Further details of their Site Plan and Golf Course Redesign are posted on the Country Club’s website at www.sabalpointgolfclub.com.
The next step in the rezoning communications will likely be a brief “Pre-Application Meeting” between RBGem’s development team and key County staff.  These ½-hour meetings are held at County Offices and are open to the public, but do not permit observer participation.  The time, date and location will be communicated as soon as they are known.  Homeowner association representatives will observe the session, and resident turnout is not requested since it will be more important at later public hearings on the official Rezoning Application.  Summaries of any meetings or events will be shared through our newsletter, web postings and email networks.
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
