SPCSA Denied Access To Golf Course Maintenance Area

In February the Sabal Point Golf Course owners gave SPCSA “30 days notice” that all of our equipment, tools and supplies had to be removed from current storage areas behind the golf course maintenance building.  No reason was given, only information that the locks would be changed and that SPCSA would be denied access to the property, which has been used by mutual agreement for many years.

The Board of Directors has formed a study group to evaluate storage needs, possible locations on SPCSA-owned property, designs for a permanent, secure storage structure and financing options.  The goal is to provide a facility for the community that is first-class in appearance, landscaped and compatible with any adjacent properties.  Temporary garage storage is being rented while the project to construct a building is under way.  The target is to complete the study, obtain bids and contract the work before the end of 2010.
