SPCSA Special Election – Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ’s)

SPCSA will conduct a Special Meeting and election on basketball goal amendments on Thursday, October 25th at the Sabal Point Country Club, 7 PM.  Residents will receive a Special Election mailing 30 days beforehand.  The following “Frequently Asked Questions” (FAQ’s) and Answers are provided to assist homeowners in completing Limited Proxy and Ballot forms and in participating in the election.

1. What are my options for voting in the election?

Answer:  Homeowners can participate in the election in one of three (3) ways:

i. You can attend, sign in and submit completed Ballots at the 10/25 Special Meeting.  If attending the meeting, no “Limited Proxy” form is required for your vote.

ii. You can submit your completed Limited Proxy form and Ballot by mail.  The Proxy form authorizes SPCSA’s Secretary to submit your vote on your behalf, and also is counted towards the quorum required for completing a valid election.  The Ballot form records your election vote.  Submittal of both forms is essential; mailed-in forms must be received by the end of the business day on Weds. 10/24.

iii. You can assign your Limited Proxy form to a trusted person who you authorize to attend the 10/25 meeting for you.  The person named on the Proxy form can then deliver your completed Proxy and Ballot for collection, or can vote for you by completing a Ballot at the Special Meeting, as you have designated on your Limited Proxy.

2. What information is needed to complete the Limited Proxy and Ballot forms?
Answer:  The package mailed to homeowners includes Instructions for completing forms as follows:

Limited Proxy:

i. Your physical address, i.e. “878 Twisting Pine Court”

ii. Name of individual designated to act for you at the meeting (if you choose to do so), or this line can be left blank for residents voting by mail.  SPCSA’s Secretary will assure that mail-in votes are recorded if received by Wednesday, October 24th.

iii. Mark “YES” or “NO” to designate your choice in the election.

iv. Date (Day and Month) of your completion of the Limited Proxy.

v. Signature of Lot Owner; must be a property owner, not a renter.

Ballot: (Or “Survey” for Sugar Ridge, Sabal Ridge, Sabal Green)
i. Mark “YES” or “NO” to indicate your vote or preference in the election.

ii. Date (Day and Month) of your completion of the Ballot or Survey.

iii. Signatures of Lot Owners; must be one or more property owners, not renters.

iv. Printed Name(s)
3. Why have I received multiple envelopes in my mailing?
Answer: the Special Election package includes two (2) color-coded envelopes;

Ballot (or Survey) Envelope – completed Ballots (or Surveys) should be sealed inside the matching colored envelope for mail-in or delivery.
Return Envelope – the completed Limited Proxy form and the Ballot in the Ballot Envelope should be sealed in the green Return Envelope and mailed to the preprinted address with proper postage.

4. Why do some residents vote on a “Ballot” and others participate on a “Survey”?

Answer: 

i. Residents in the Sabal Bend community and other Villages affected by the Sabal Bend covenants must use a Ballot to vote on amendments to their deed restrictions.  These votes are part of a special election process and require special controls under state and association rules.
ii. Residents of the Sugar Ridge community and other Villages affected by the Sugar Ridge covenants do not have to vote on covenant amendment, but are being polled to determine their preference on changing basketball rules.  These residents are asked to complete Survey forms.

5. How and when will votes be counted?
Answer: 

i. All mailed-in envelopes, Limited Proxy and Ballot (or Survey) forms will be collected by Sentry Management at the end of the business day on October 24th and delivered to the Special Meeting on October 25th.  Proxies and Ballots may be hand-delivered at 7 PM on 10/25 to the Special Meeting if necessary.

ii. Homeowners attending the Special Meeting must sign-in to the meeting and must submit Ballot forms at the time of Final Call for Ballots, which will be shortly after 7 PM.

iii. All mailed and collected Limited Proxy forms will be tabulated to assure there is a quorum for the Special Meeting.  All color-coded Ballot forms will then be tabulated by teams of election volunteers at the meeting.  The counting process will be observed by SPCSA’s attorney, with Election results announced as soon as they are available.
Election results will also be communicated via SPCSA’s website and newsletter if a valid election takes place.  Please attend the special meeting or submit your mailed-in Proxy and Ballot forms early to assure your vote is counted and that the election is successful!
