Safety Holiday Tips

Safety holiday tips provided by the Seminole County Sheriff's Department.

 

Be aware of any suspicious activity, i.e. 

 

A stranger or strange vehicle stays in the same place for an unusual amount of time.

A person who looks into parked vehicles or tries their door handles.

A vehicle drives around slowly and frequently.

A vehicle that arrives to or leaves from a location without lights.

 

Follow your intuition. The Sheriff's Department has told me numerous times, call them and let them determine if the activity is something to be concerned about. Don't worry about bothering them needlessly.
 

If you have an alarm, use it. You may even want to set it while you are at home.  

 

After dark, leave lights on while you are out, even if it's for a short period of time. It may deter them from coming to your home. Consider timers for your lights.

 

If you are going out of town, try to pack your car in the garage so as to not draw attention to the fact that you are leaving. 

 

Let your neighbors know when you will be going out of town. They can help keep an eye on your home.

 

Call the Vacant House Watch Program. It is a free program. A few days before you leave, call the Seminole County Sheriff's office at 407-665-6650 (the non-emergency number) and ask to set up a House Watch. This information will be sent to the Deputy patrolling our community who will then make periodic checks of your home while you are gone.

 

Call and stop your mail and newspaper. This can also be done on line.

 

Remember, if you see anything that doesn't seem right, don't hesitate to contact the Sheriff's Department. You can contact them at the non emergency number 407-665-6650. If you observe a crime taking place, or if you feel that it is an emergency situation, call 911.
